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1. Introduction

1.1 General framework

The Slovenian programme of collection and management of data is based on the Council Regulation 1543/2000
 which establishes a Community framework for the collection and management of data needed to evaluate the situation as regards fishery resources and the fishing industry. The programme describes the planned actions and relevant costs by articles and modules of the Commission Regulation 1639/2001
.

Slovenian NP proposal covers the year 2008. Compared to the years before, there haven’t been major changes in the approach. However the changes between the programmes are caused by the new Guidelines for the submission of the National Programme Proposals.

1.2 General description of the fisheries
The table and the graph below the text show the general description of the Slovenian national fisheries. The Slovenian fishing fleet consists of 178 vessels, mostly of vessels smaller than 12 meters in length. In the Slovenian fishery gears as gillnets, trawls, purse seines are used. Most landings are taken by gillnets.

3. MODULE C – Fishing capacities

3.1 MP – Planned sampling

Parameters

Fishing Vessel Register (hereinafter FVR), for which requirements are laid down in the Commission Regulation 26/2004
, is data source for fishing capacities. FVR, which is a part of InfoRib, includes all Slovenian fishing vessels and fishing licences in accordance with Council Regulation 3690/93
. The information in FVR is updated continuously for qualitative changes in the composition of fishing fleet.

To define the fishing capacity of the Slovenian fishing fleet, the following parameters will be evaluated:

· Total number of fishing vessels;

· Gross tonnage (average value for each segment);

· Maximum continuous engine power of main engine in kW (average value for each segment);

· Age of the vessel calculated on the basis of the age of the hull (average value for each segment

Since all Slovenian vessels are obliged to fulfil logbooks (including the vessels smaller than 10 m) all related data are available through other existing instruments such as the fleet register and the logbook database (which are both part of the information system InfoRib).
Disaggregation levels

Segmentation defined in Appendix III of the Regulation 1639/2001 will be considered. Based on this segmentation average values of the required parameters will be calculated.

Precision level

Average values of parameters per segment will be calculated on the total number of vessels per segment – the precision of the calculated average value will be 100%.

4. MODULE D – Fishing effort

4.1 MP – Planned sampling

Parameters:

Logbook database (LB) which is part of InfoRib is fishing effort data source. Requirements for LB are stated in Commission Regulation 2807/83
 and Councul Regulation 2847/93
. In accordance with the Commission Regulation 1965/2001
 masters of Slovenian fishing vessels whose overall length is less than 10 metres was required to keep a logbook (OJ RS No 40/2005 from 21.04.2005
). Therefore all Slovenian fishing vessels are obliged to report logbook data which are stored in the logbook database. Logbook data are stored in the logbook forms in accordance with Annex I of Commission Regulation 2807/83
 and Annex I (Annex Iia) of Commission Regulation 2737/1999
. LB will be used as the source for all data concerning fishing effort, except fuel consumption which is covered by chapter J.
To define the fishing effort of the Slovenian fishing fleet, the following parameters will be evaluated:

· Fuel consumption (average value for each segment will be expressed by volume (litres) and cost (euro/litre);

· Fishing effort by type of technique

· Specific fishing effort

Dissagregation levels

· Mean fuel consumption per segment in Appendix III;

· Fishing effort by type of technique defined in Appendix VIII;

· Specific fishing effort will be collected as for efforts by technique

Precision level

For all Slovenian fishing vessels level of 3 can be achieved.

5. MODULE E – Catches and landings

5.1 MP – Landings – Planned sampling

Parameters

Commercial landings for all stocks

Data on landings are gathered pursuant to the Commission Regulation 2807/83
, Council Regulation 2847/93
 and Rules on the recording of logbooks for fishing vessels flying the Slovenian flag (OJ RS No 40/2005 from 21.04.2005
). All vessels (including the ones under 10m) under Slovenian flag have to report logbook data and landing declarations and/or trans-shipment declarations. For this purpose logbook forms, which are in accordance with Annex I of Commission Regulation 2847/83

Annex I (Annex IIa) of Commission Regulation 2737/1999
 are in use. Information from logbook and landing and/or trans-shipment declarations is stored in logbook database.
Slovenia in its data collection programme doesn’t use conversion factors because of the reason that only whole fish is landed. Conversion factors will not be applied to landing-weight-based quantities as all species are landed ungutted. Conversion factors could be necessary only for Chondrichthyes, which represents a negligible share of Slovenian yearly landings (See table 5.1).

Value of landings will be estimated based on sales notes required by Council Regulation 2847/93
. 

Dissagregation levels

Commercial landings for all stocks will be agregated as required.Total catches, landings and stocks mentioned in Appendix XII will be aggregated as required discards.
Precision level

For aggregations based on the logbook database level 3 can be achieved. In the case of discards precision level estimates will be done in 2008.

5.5 MP & EP – Discards – Planned sampling

Data of catches and landings will be obtained from logbooks and landing declarations as described in previous paragraph.

For discard estimation a survey will be carried out which will continue the survey started in 2007. At the moment we have no data on discards by fishing fleet segments. Therefore we have to carry out the survey of all segments in order to obtain complete overview and general idea of quantity and quality of discards.
The pilot study on discards will be carried out exclusively by the onboard observers. We are conveinced that this will bring us the best possible results on the subject.

5.6 MP & EP – Discards – Derogations and non-conformities

5.7 MP – Recreational – Planned sampling

According the Marine Fisheries Act
 non-commercial fishery in territorial waters is allowed to sport fishermen (members of associations) and recreational fishermen (occasional fishermen). While catch reporting of sport fishermen on the annual basis is required by Rules on sport and recreational fishing
, we have no data on catch of recreational fishermen.

For estimation of recreational fishery catch a survey will be carried out which will continue the pilot study from the year 2007. The task of this survey will be to get the general idea of the catch of the recreational fishermen. Study will take into account all species but will focus on large pelagic species. Species and weight of all kept fish will be collected with questionnaires that will be handed over along with every purchased daily licence for recreational fishing. Data will be obtained by postal cards with prepaid postage. We expect that the results of the study will show similar species composition as those from sports fishermen but with different quantities.

We expect higher expenditure for carrying a study than it was the case for year 2007.

The aim of MEDITS survey is to produce, for a pool of above listed target species (38), abundance indices by species (in number of individuals and biomass per square km; N/km2 and kg/km2) and length frequency distribution (splitted by sex and maturity stages) by depth macrostratum (shelf and slope) and geographical sub-area (FAO/GFCM Geographical sub-areas, GSA).

Slovenian data collection program foresees the continuation of the MEDITS survey, principally in the perspective of obtaining information comparable among the various Adriatic and other Mediterranean areas and continuation of scientific cooperation with institutios from all countries involved. We expect higher expenditure for carrying a study than it was the case for year 2007 especially due to the working on the biological materials and due to the higher costs of the material.

Exemptions concerning the sampling rules

Slovenian fishery is targeting stocks in the Mediterranean area for which TACs and quotas have not been defined. According to landing data collected by Statistical office of the Republic of Slovenia and from 2004 on also our data collection system, only Sardine (Sardina pilchardus) and Anchovy (Engraulis encrasicolus) should be considered in sampling programme since all other species are far below the threshold of 200 t average in the last three years (see standard tables No. 8.2).

Slovenia will carry out the concurent sampling recommended by the meeting PGCCDBS and PC Med. The sampling will be carried out during one month. We do not foresee any additional costs for carrying out the abovementioned implementation study.

Exemptions concerning the sampling rules

Slovenian fishery is targeting stocks in the Mediterranean area for which TACs and quotas have not been defined. According to landing data collected by Statistical office of the Republic of Slovenia and from 2004 on also our data collection system, only Sardine (Sardina pilchardus) and Anchovy (Engraulis encrasicolus) should be considered in sampling programme. Reasons for derogations are visible already in the table 8.2 where all of the species that represent less than 200 tonnes in average yearly landings are listed and therefore excluded from this sampling.

10. MODEULE J – Economic data by group of vessels 
10.1 MP – Planned sampling

Slovenia will continue outsourcing the group of scientists for carrying out economic surveys of the fish catching sector. Ministry for Agriculture, Forestry and Food carried out an economic survey of the Slovenian fleet that commenced data collection in 2006 with work carried over into 2007 to produce estimates of economic data covering period from September 2005 to September 2006. Additional surveys were carried out in 2007 with the purpose of updating and improving this survey.

The survey planned for 2008 will include collaboration between Ministry for Agriculture, Forestry and Food, scientists from the Statistical office of the Slovenia and the outsourced part of researchers. The team will continue developing a proper methodology for collecting and processing of socio-economic statistical data.
Because of the fact that the majority of vessels in Slovenian fishing fleet are shorter than 12 meters Slovenia is investigating the possibility of revising the method of data collection. Some of those fishermen have more problems with numbers on their economic data. This fact demand new approach by collecting the economic data. The change to a more personal approach in collecting the socio-economic data will certainly improve the situation.

Parameters

Data will be collected to cover all the parameters mentioned in Appendix XVII according to the segmentation set out in Appendix III. In the monitoring programme all fishing vessels will be included.

Total and per species income will be estimated from sales notes and from the questionnaire.

Production costs such as crew (include social cost); fuel; repair and maintenance; other operational costs will be estimated through bookkeeping data and from questionnaire. Economic parameters to be collected in 2008:

The national programme for collection of economic data will be based on the following sources:

Fleet register information from information system InfoRib

Logbook information

Questionnaire information returned from vessel owners on a volutnary basis

The fleet will be divided into two distinct populations: vessels with an overall length of 12 metres and vessels shorter than 12 metres to ensure the highest possible standard of survey results, whilst recognising the time and cost associated with a complete census of all vessels.

The target population will be the 2008 fishing vessel register.

Following advice and input from the industry, the timing of the 2008 survey will be scheduled to coincide with the end of the financial year. This adjustment in the data collection strategy is intended to encourage the active participation of fishermen and their accountant’s in providing the relevant data at a single and convenient time of year.
Precision levels

Data will be collected on the whole population of fishing vessels.

11. MODULE K – Data concerning fish processing industry

11.1 MP – Planned sampling

Economic data on the fish processing industry will be collected through questionnaires that will be sent to all processing companies in Slovenia and that should to be returned to Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Food for subsequent analysis.
For obvius reasons, the proposed data collection system will show a time-lag of at leaset one year, since the data collected in 2008 at the best refer to the financial situation of the processing companies in 2007.

With respect tot his Module of DCR, it should be empasised that Slovenia has very few processing companies that are entirely committed to fishery products. Most companies do have different types of processing activities, of which fish may be one, but not necessairly the most important one. This will be taken into account when putting together the questionnaires and in the subsequent analysis of the data provided.

The main task is to continue defining the methodology for collecting and processing the socio-economic data for the processing industry. Slovenia is planning in 2008 to outsource smaller group of scientists to do this work (as it was the case in 2007).

The national programme for collection of economic data for the processing industry combines information from three main resources:

Questionnaire information returned from processing companies on a voluntary basis

The Central Statistical Office of Slovenia

The annual accounts of business enterprises

The data collected from all sources are combined in such a way that a complete set of accounting items is compared for each business enterprise.

The target population is all fish processing companies in Slovenia. There are approximately ten fish processing companies in Slovenia.

A survey (questionnaire, with personal contact) will be carried out on an annual basis to provide data on all the parameters. All enterprises will be given lengthy questionnaire, which will be developed by group of experts.

Parameters

The requested statistical data on the fish processing are partially collected by Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia. To collect required data on the annual level Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Food is planning to continue the task from 2007 with following steps:

a.) improoving a questionnaire

b.) improoving a list of fish processing enterprises

c.) convincing enterprises to participate in data collection

d.) creating a database

e.) implementing a final survey

12. Databases

12.1 Database development and data management

Significant progress has been made over recent years to consolidate the range of databases and data management solutions in place for fisheries datasets. At present all Slovenian fisheries data are collected in the InfoRib system.

Slovenia has developed the information system called InfoRib for the purposes of collecting and reporting the various fisheries data to different institutions. The InfoRib combines different fisheries data from different modules.

However the InfoRib system is under continuous development and the number of available predefined dynamic reports and analysis are growing as a consequence of the increasing demands for functionality.
The task is to enhance and further develop the suite of analysis and reporting tools in the InfoRib information system.

13. National and international co-ordination

13.1 National coordination

A Slovenian national corespondent has been appointed to supervise the Slovenian commitment to the data collection programme. The task is to maintain communications and data collation gathered from different sources for transmission to the Commission and other specified parties, to promote co-ordination and harmonization of scientific data collection, to collate cost and administrative information from the different Slovenian organizations involved in the programme and to ensure that activities are being effectively carried out within the different Slovenian organizations.

In the year 2008 Slovenia is planning to organize one national co-ordination meeting. This meeting will be organized by the national correspondent. This meeting will be attended only by those persons and institutions that are involved in the national programme on DCR, in order to properly coordinate the tasks (both biological and economic). The national correspondent will inform the Commission about time and place of this meeting to give it the possibility to participate. The following technical report on the year concerned will reflect what has been discussed on the annual DCR meeting.
